Permits 1,2, 4, 5, 8, 9, 10, 22, 24, 28, 32, 34, 36, and 48. The EPD requests notification via
email or regular mail of any activities occurring in the permits named above.

The Environmental Protection Department denies 401 certification on Nationwide Permits 3,
6,7,11, 12,13, 14,15, 16,17, 18, 19,20, 21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 30, 31, 33, 35, 37, 38, 39, 40, 41,
42,43, 44, 45, 46, 49, 50, 51, and 52.

I feel the determinations listed above will provide the necessary regulatory mechanisms to
protect water quality within the exterior boundaries of the Northern Cheyenne Reservation. If
